2008 CRIME REPORT – In 2008, crime in 
Cheverly dropped for the third year in a row. 
There were 340 criminal incidents in the Town 
last year, the lowest count total since 1997. Of 

particular importance were dramatic drops in carjackings 
(-75%), sex offenses (-50%), and auto thefts (-35%). Al-
though there was no statistical change in robberies from 
last year, 2008 marks the second year in a row that robber-
ies were below the five year curve. In addition to robbery, 
there was no statistical change in vandalisms or theft, far 
and away the most frequently committed crime in Che-
verly. 
 
While these statistics certainly highlight the good work of 
the Department and its resident partners, 2008 also showed 
a disturbing trend upward in two crime categories: assaults 
(+42%) and burglaries/breaking and entering (+25%). As-
saults in 2008 were at an unprecedented level, particularly 
those assaults of a domestic nature and assaults that re-
sulted in serious injury. The particular counter to this 
crime is that the Department had an extremely high closure 
rate with very few stranger-to-stranger incidents.  
 
B&E’s were also on the rise in 2008. What is disturbing 
about these crimes is that, although the Department has 
made numerous arrests in the last two months, each of 
these arrests centered on a different criminal group of 
mostly juveniles who appeared unrelated to each other. 
Hindrances to the Department’s abilities to close these 
crimes center around the fact that most victims did not re-
cord pertinent serial numbers or other identifying marks 
that could have made the recovery of stolen property easier 
and all failed to take advantage of the Department’s free 
home security program.  
 
2008 also highlighted the advent of two new interventions 
that the Department will further develop in 2009. The first 
was the crime task force program that was extremely ef-
fective during the summer months (just 5 robberies in 
June, July, and August combined), and the second was the 
“Cheverly Watch” Resident Radio Program. “Cheverly 
Watch” residents were responsible for the closure of sev-
eral crimes, the arrests of at least six adults, the recovery 
of a number of stolen autos, and surveillance support that 
was unparalleled. My extreme thanks goes out to these 
residents who have all contributed to the increased safety 
of the Cheverly community. 
 
C-PACT/CHEVERLY WATCH Resident Radio Pro-
gram Meeting - There will be a join meeting of C-PACT 
(Cheverly - Citizens & Police Together), Cheverly's 
Neighborhood Watch Organization, and the Cheverly 
Watch Resident Radio Program on Wed., Feb. 11, 2009, at  

7:00 PM in the Policy Dept. Conference Room. We will 
discuss 2008 crime statistics, what plans the Department 
has for 2009, and how the Police Department can better 
integrate with both C-PACT and Cheverly Watch this year 
 
WE NEED YOUR VEHICLE DONATIONS  – Vehicle 
donations in 2008 enabled the Department to purchase 
new firearms, Tasers, radio equipment, and partially fi-
nance a brand new 2009 Ford Crown Victoria police vehi-
cle. Wow!! In order to continue this trend toward purchas-
ing new equipment, the Department needs more donated 
vehicles. In addition to selling these vehicles, the Depart-
ment is also looking for surveillance vehicles to supple-
ment its task force operations in 2009. The biggest advan-
tage to donating your vehicle to the Cheverly Police De-
partment in lieu of a number of other worthy causes is that 
you can actually see your donation dollars at work.

PEDESTRIAN ENFORCEMENT – The Department has  
recently received grant monies from the State Highway 
Administration for pedestrian enforcement of traffic viola-
tions along Landover Road. Enforcement will begin 
shortly and be very aggressive toward pedestrians who do 
not cross in an authorized crosswalk with a signal. This 
enforcement is a top priority for the Department in 2009. 
 
UNATTENDED VEHICLE LEFT RUNNING - while I 
am aware it is ore comforting to get into a warm vehicle 
early in the morning, it is also illegal in the State of Mary-
land to leave your vehicle running and unattended, regard-
less of whether the vehicle’s doors are locked or not. In 
addition, it is a safety hazard and invitation to have your 
car or truck stolen. On one morning in early January, I 
drove through the Town and found more than 20 vehicles 
running unattended. That is the equivalence of $1,400.00 
in Maryland State citations. 
 
TRAFFIC COMPLAINTS – Residents who Email their 
traffic complaints, i.e., speeding, stop sign violations, park-
ing complaints, etc., get put onto a list right away and ser-
vice is usually directed toward these problems within a 
week.

            NOTICE to Rental Property Owners 

- Eviction Law Changes  Prince George's 
County Council passed CB-26 into law, which 
made changes to the eviction process in Prince 
George's County. The Eviction Law Changes 
are in effect for  single-family rentals.  
 The  law prohibits the placement of tenant’s 
property in a public right-of-way or on any 
public property. For most evictions, this law 
will require the owner of the property to either 
rent a dumpster and dump all of the tenant's 
property in the dumpster after removing it from 
the house, or hire someone to haul the tenant's 
property out of the house and bring it immedi-
ately to the dump or transfer station.  
 In any case, property owners MAY NOT 
leave the tenant's property at the curb. In addi-
tion, the law also states that if the tenant is pre-
sent at the time the eviction is executed, the 
owner of the property must give the tenant a 
reasonable period of time (not to exceed four 
hours) to remove his/her property.

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There are many inherent valuable reasons and facts that ought to make recycling a deep-seated characteristic of our daily 
life.

WINTER WEATHER REMINDERS 
Information and preparation are critical in 
preventing winter weather accidents.  The 
day before was warm, the evening just before 
bed was just right, the weather forecaster 
never saw it, but the morning surprises us 

with either a blanket of snow and/or a sheet of ice.  
We failed to be informed but are we prepared to un-
derstand the challenge or challenges of the day ahead?  
Does the Town have a policy for this situation? 
 
The policy and Town ordinance that follows this intro-
duction has been in effect for many years and has 
worked for all residents.  If you are new and/or have 
forgotten some of its regulations take the time to read 
them again to ensure compliance and assure that our 
public roads and sidewalks are safe for us, our friends 
and visitors. 
 
TOWN CODE - Sec. 27-10—Parking 
A snow emergency shall exist whenever snow has 
accumulated on the streets to a depth of one (1) 
inch or more.   The provisions of this subsection shall 
be effective without any notification and shall remain 
in effect until the street is plowed; provided, however, 
that when snow shall accumulate to 
a depth of one inch or more after 
11:00PM, the provisions of this 
subsection shall not be effective 
until 7:00AM the day following and shall remain in 
effect until the street is plowed.   
 
PARKING RESTRICTIONS:   
During a snow emergency no  
person shall park any vehicle as follows: 
 
· On the cul-de-sac portion of any street,  
· On any courts,  
· On the even-numbered side of all streets,  
· (exception) On the odd-numbered side of 59th 

Avenue, and one block of Inwood Street between 
Cheverly Avenue & Belleview Avenue. 

 
NOTE: The snow emergency parking restrictions do 
not override existing no-parking zones or apply to 
streets where enforcement would disallow all parking 
because of a no-parking zone, or to streets with any 
barrier or strip dividing lanes of traffic. 
 
 
 

PRIORITIES:   The snow removal operations work 
under the following priorities: 1.) Cheverly Avenue 2.) 
principal connecting streets: Forest Road, Crest 
Avenue, Valleyway, Greenleaf Road, 62nd Avenue, 
State Street, Schuster Drive; 3.) all other streets. 
 
 
TOWN CODE Sec. 18-4.1—SIDEWALKS   
Whenever snow accumulates to a depth of one inch or 
more, it is the duty of each occupant to 
clear the snow from the sidewalk adjacent 
to that property, within 12 hours after the 
snow ceases, (unless at night, in which 
case it shall be removed within 12 hours 
after sunrise).  Snow and ice removed from sidewalks 
shall NOT be deposited on streets or other sidewalks.  
When ice forms on sidewalks, occupant shall place 
sand, ashes or other such material on sidewalks within 
6 hours, (unless at night, in which case it can be spread 
by noon of the next day).   
Icy spots on public property can be reported to Public 
Works at 301-773-2666.  
 
 

TRASH PICKUP ADJUSTMENTS  
DUE TO WINTER STORMS:   

 

�� When weather makes it unsafe to operate the 
trash trucks on the street, collection may be 
temporarily suspended. 

 
�� Back or side door pickups  
�� WILL NOT be made when  
�� heavy snow conditions prevail.   
�� Please bring your trash to  
�� the curb. 



 

PUBLIC WORKS UPDATES 
 
Refuse must be on the curbs and/or inside trash cans 
and for those receiving backdoor service - no later 
than 7 AM.  (Quite often phone calls are received 
after the  truck and/or the backdoor collector has fin-
ished the daily task, stating that the trash collector 
failed to collect and/or go to the back of the property. 
 
Yard waste - leaves - clippings - Christmas trees - 
brush sticks, need to be at the curb by 7:00 AM on 
Monday’s (if Monday is a holiday—then the follow-
ing day) yard waste needs to be tired and bundled 
and/or in containers - Yard waste should not be 
placed by the curb any other day. 
 
The leaf collection equipment has been damaged 
several  times because residents rake & mix the 
leaves by the curb with - big sticks - rocks - bricks - 
glass and pieces of metal as well as other similar 
hard debris. 
 
Per street address, vacuuming of leaves will end on 
Feb. 7, 2009.  Thereafter, leaves should not be raked 
to the curb as they may block a nearby storm drain. 
After the 7th, leaves need to be containerized and/or 
placed in plastic bags that can be purchased at Public 
Works and/or Town Hall for $5.00 (We will be fine 
cleaning curbs—parks and bump  outs until the 19th) 
 
 The Public Works Staff thanks all the residents for   
their expressions of appreciation received during the 
recent holiday season.  Thanks for the - cookies - 
cakes - food and the cards received wishing us well. 

WINTER WEATHER REMINDERS cont’d 
Please note that there are times that public works 
snow and ice activities may impact property found 
within the “right of way.”  These are the areas known 
as our roads, the tree planting strip and other similar 
developer designated public spaces for the installa-
tion utilities with or without improvements. 
 
When and if this impact results in a claim for prop-
erty damage the following guidelines apply: 
 

1. A claim can only be made if the damage is 
the result of an actual physical contact with 
the snow plow.  For example a claim cannot 
be made if a mailbox is damaged or de-
stroyed due and/or as a result of the weight 
of the snow being moved by the snow plow. 

 
2. During the ordinary course of removing snow 

and/or ice damage can occur to plantings 
found within the “right of way.” Claims can 
not be made for damages to planting on the 
“right of way.” 

 
3. Parking all vehicles of the Town’s roads is 

strongly encouraged and parking in accor-
dance to the Town’s ordinance is the law. If 
the equipment used for snow and or ice re-
moval cannot safely access the road, the ser-
vices will be delayed until adequate access is 
available. 

 
Snow and ice removal activities seldom cause dam-
age to private property outside the “right of way.” 
However, all reported claims of damage resulting 
from the department’s snow and ice removal opera-
tions will be fully investigated and liability will be 
determined on a case-by-case basis. 
 
 
 

SAFETY REMINDER:  
We ask residents to remember that 
your neighbors who walk to Metro, 
or children walking to school, and 
the hard working Mail Carriers are 
exposed to dangerous conditions 
when sidewalks are not cleared in a timely manner.  
Failure to comply with Town Code could result in 
fines.
