Mayor and Council Adopt FY14 Budget: In their June 

13th town meeting the Cheverly Town Council adopted the 

Budget for FY2014.  The budget as unanimously passed 

retained the property tax rate at 58 cents for virtually all 

property owners except multi-family units whose tax rate 

rose from 58 cents to 68 cents. Therefore, since there have 

been no increases in home assessments,  virtually every 

resident’s Town Tax Bill will remain the same year over 

year.    
 

In FY14 the Council will continue on its three year plan to 

minimize expenses, minimize property tax increases, and 

draw from the fund balance until homes in town are re-

assessed in FY2016.  This plan was put in place last year in 

response to plummeting real estate assessments which re-

sulted in a projected drop in property tax revenue of over 

$670,000.     
 

The Council is pleased to report that after the first year of 

the plan, the FY13 year end Fund Balance increased to ap-

proximately 1.7M.  While the FY13 Budget Plan called for 

a deficit, the town actually had a real surplus due to un-

planned revenue surpluses and keen management of ex-

penses by our department heads.  
 

In FY14 the Town Council has planned for a deficit of 

$317,000 which should result in a year ending fund balance 

of approximately 1.4M.  Once again, the town has budget-

ed conservatively so there are opportunities to improve that 

number.   

 

 

In FY14 there are two main priorities being addressed that 

require significant funding, the purchase of a new trash 

truck and repairing roads that have been disrupted by re-

cent WSSC construction. The Council agreed to purchase a 

Trash Truck on a three year lease that will cost $85,000 / 

year.   The Council also agreed to allocate $250,000 to 

road repair which will be combined with funds from 

WSSC to repair the roads next spring.  
 

The Council also agreed to fund: reinstatement of Raises 

and COLAs for Town Staff after a yearlong freeze, Com-

munity Grant Program ($8,000), Technology and Commu-

nications Upgrades ($5,000) and Park Improvements 

($8,000)

The Pointe@Cheverly-- Call for Action: Over the 8 

years that I have been on Council, and for many years be-

fore, The Pointe@Cheverly has been a frequent topic in the 

FYI.    As many of you know the Pointe@Cheverly is a 

proposed condo development to be built on the empty lot 

next to the Howard Johnson’s on Route 202.  The 

Pointe@Cheverly will have over 100 condos, and prices 

will range from $240,000 to over $350,000.  Sixty percent 

of the units will be one bedroom and 40% are two bedroom 

condos.  The median price is expected to be $282,000 and 

the average price will be over $300,000.   

 



The history behind the development is very interesting with 

many twists and turns.  However, the most significant rea-

son for the delay in construction has been the economic 

downturn that began in 2008.  The good news is that the 

Pointe@Cheverly has already been through the county 

planning process and is “shovel ready” should economic 

conditions allow.   

 

Unfortunately, the land is owned by the County Redevel-

opment Authority and the developer’s right to develop is 

based on an agreement with them.  The original agreement 

ended many years ago, and the agreement has been extend-

ed on a year to year basis for the last three years.   

 

The Redevelopment Authority has shown signs of losing 

patience, and recently only extended the agreement for six 

months, which ends in July 2013.  The Developer and the 

Town Council are planning to attend the Redevelopment 

Authority meeting on July 2nd at 8:30am for the purpose of 

requesting another 3 year extension.  We would appreci-

ate attendance from any Town resident who is able to 

attend so that we can show a huge sign of support.   
 

Over the last several years the Town has continued to look 

for opportunities to diversify our tax base, the 

Pointe@Cheverly is a critical element in making this a re-

ality.  Please go to the Town website for more information 

and history about the development.   

 

The Gun Control Debate Comes to Cheverly: You may 

have seen a recent article in the Gazette newspaper Article 

dated May 6th.   The article discussed a letter received by 

many Maryland municipalities from the Second Amend-

ment Foundation, based in Bellevue, Washington.  The 

letter alerted the Maryland municipalities that their munici-

pal codes were not in conformance with Maryland state 

law regarding the carrying of firearms and that Maryland 

law supersedes the municipal code.  Based on this letter, 

the Town Council and our Attorney reviewed section 20-4 

of the Town Code which states:  

 

SECTION 20-4: The provisions of article 27 of the Anno-

tated Code of Maryland concerning weapons shall be ap-

plicable in the Town of Cheverly. In addition, it shall be 

unlawful within the town for any unauthorized person to 

wear or carry on or about his/her person any pistol, re-

volver, dirk knife, bowie knife, slingshot, billy, blackjack, 

sand club, sword cane, metal knuckles, razor, rifle (unless 

broken down or properly cased) or shotgun (unless broken 

down or properly cased) or BB gun (unless broken down 

or properly cased), or any other dangerous or deadly 

weapon of any kind whatsoever (except penknives) provid-

ed that any knife having a blade of more than two and one-

half (2½) inches in length shall be considered a dangerous 

weapon within the meaning of this section. 

 

Section 20-4 of Cheverly’s code was written in 1977 and 

has never been revised.  Article 27 of Maryland Law al-

lows municipalities to have stronger laws on town proper-

ty; however municipalities are not allowed to pass stronger 

gun laws in general.   So while there has been no public 

demand to change the law, it is clear that Cheverly’s code 

is not in conformance with Maryland Law.   

 

At this point the Town Council has introduced a law that 

would strike all of section 20-4.  There are two reasons for 

this action:  

1) Our Police Chief has indicated that this section of our 

code has never been utilized and that our Police Depart-

ment always uses State and County laws regarding the 

carrying of firearms, 

 2) Removing just guns, revolvers, rifles and shotguns from 

the code seems silly, as we would only list slingshots, 

etc. as dangerous weapons.   

 

Cheverly’s Town Code would still prohibit firearms from 

Town Parks as note in Section 16-1 (f) The use of, or car-

rying of, firearms and any other dangerous or deadly 

weapons by any other than a duly authorized law enforce-

ment officer, is prohibited.  The Town Council will also be 

considering extending this language to include Town 

Buildings.   

 

Ward 5 Council Seat Remains Open: No candidates 

stepped forward during the recent elections to serve as the 

Ward 5 Councilmember on the Cheverly Town Council.  

Therefore, any resident of Ward 5 who would like to serve 

on Council is welcome to present an application to the 

Town Offices at 6401 Forest Road.   Compensation for the 

position is $2,400 / year.  The candidate must be willing to 

participate in Town Council meetings on the 2nd and 4th 

Thursday evenings of the month.    

 

The application should consist of a resume and a brief sum-

mary of why you would like to serve on Town Council.   

Once resumes are received the Council will consider the 

available applicants and make an appointment.   

 

A New Town Park? Members of the Green Infrastructure 

Committee initiated an effort over a year ago to re-invent 

Town Park.  At the outset, the primary goal was to improve 

the eroding conditions that exist in the park as years of 

“wear and tear have” aged the park grounds.  However the 

initiative grew in scope to review the uses of Town Park to 

try to improve not just the grounds but to improve the over-

all use.

To that end, a meeting of over 50 residents kicked off the 

design effort last year and then the Neighborhood Design 

Center worked on a pro bono basis to develop a design 

framework that incorporated their input. The design has 

been initially reviewed by the Town Council and approved 

for citizen input.  Thanks to the Green Infrastructure com-

mittee (especially Sheila Salo) and members of the Town 

Council the plan has been on display for comment at 

Cheverly Day and every Community Market.  Thus far 

public input has been very complimentary.   

The Town Council has also held Public Hearings during 

the May and June Town Council Meeting and plans to hold 

a final hearing during the July 11th meeting.   As of yet, no 

one has come forward to give feedback so the primary in-

put to the Town Council will come from the community 

outreach done by the Green Infrastructure Committee.   

So please stop by a Community Market or come to a Town 

Meeting to give your thoughts.   

 

A New Stage for Town Park?  Do you remember the 

stage that used to be in Town Park?  I’ll bet many new resi-

dents didn’t know it existed.  Many years ago the Town 

requested funds from the state Program Opens Space funds 

for the purpose of rebuilding the stage.  Good News, the 

funds became available this year and the Town will be re-

building the stage.   

The design requirements outline a very modular structure 

where the stage backdrop and sound system could be as-

sembled and de-assembled quickly.  Clearly, this was to 

ensure that Cheverly Day goers could see the fireworks, 

once the music and speechifying ended.   

The Town is also hoping to include some terracing of the 

hillside into coliseum type seating as part of this initiative 

to improve residents comfort.   

 

The Great Chicken Debate is Over: A resident pointed 

out to me that I never mentioned the final disposition of the 

Great Chicken Debate in the Town Newsletter.  I simply 

didn’t believe that, so I scoured every Newsletter and they 

were right.  My apologies! 

The Town Council agreed to take no action on this matter.  

Therefore, the Town Council is not sending a letter recom-

mending that the County Council allow chickens on resi-

dential lots that are less than ½ acre.  To the best of my 

knowledge the County Council has not addressed this top-

ic, so we do not expect any changes in the near future.   

 

But what about Honey Bees? The Town Council was 

asked to grant an exception to the Community Gardens in 

Boyd Park allowing Honey Bee hives in the gardens.  

Clearly the bees would assist with pollination in the gar-

dens, but the bees also seemed like a natural extension of 

the garden.   The Town Council listened to, and questioned  

members of the Bowie Upper Marlboro Bee Association 

(BUMBA) regarding the safety issues of managing a hive.  

BUMBA members also met with Community Groups and 

set up a demonstration tent on Cheverly Day to educate the 

community about honey bees. The Town Council appears 

satisfied that the Bee Hives would be a nice addition to the 

Community Gardens and will vote on this topic during the 

July 11th Town Meeting.  

 

Biking in Cheverly: One of the common questions the 

Town receives is how can we improve the biking paths to 

and from Cheverly.  This question is becoming more com-

mon now that the completion of the Anacostia Bike Trail is 

near.  This trail will connect Bladensburg to Washington 

DC, and a Washington Nationals Fan will be able to make 

the trip by bike in less than an half hour.  WOW!!! Howev-

er, biking from Cheverly to the Anacostia Trail remains 

difficult and folks have to ride pretty busy roads to make 

the connection.  Fortunately, the Town (especially Council-

man RJ Eldridge) along with our State Delegation 

(Delegates Ivey and Summers), Park and Planning and the 

County have been working on this issue for some time. A 

couple of years ago a new entrance to the Bladensburg Ma-

rina was opened on Lloyd Street off Kenilworth Avenue 

that shortened the trip and reduced the competition with 

vehicles.   However, this group has continued to focus on 

building better bikeways from Cheverly.  Currently there is 

a two pronged effort underway.   

 

1)   Identify a path that would provide easier access to the 

Bladensburg Marina.  This initiative looks to build a 

path from Euclid Park (near Cheverly Pool) through 

the Industrial Park to Bladensburg.  This path would 

provide safer and easier access for Cheverly residents.  

2) Identify a path that would provide easier access from 

the Cheverly Metro Station to the Anacostia Bike Trail.  

This has been a difficult undertaking because of Route 

295 and the Industrial uses at the intersection of Route 

295 and Route 50.  However, work continues and we 

are hoping to identify a solution.

   JULY 4th AND RELATED CELEBRATIONS 

   Just a reminder to Town residents, Maryland law 

   prohibits the possession, use, or display of fire-

works without a permit and the presence of fire department 

personnel. Anyone observed in violation of this law will be 

charged appropriately. This law applies throughout the 

Town, including properties maintained by the Maryland 

National Capital Park and Planning Commission, i.e., Eu-

clid Street Park. 

UNLICENSED, INOPERABLE, OR ABANDONED 

VEHICLES – Just a reminder, the CPD is committed to 

identifying, causing to remove, or towing any vehicle 

found in the Town, on public or private property, that has 

expired registration plates, is currently unregistered or un-

insured, or has been abandoned. Abandoned means that the 

vehicle is not operational or that it is missing critical com-

ponents. All towing will be at the vehicle owner’s or prop-

erty owner’s expense. In addition, all commercial vehicles 

or dual-wheeled vehicles will be cited. Commercial vehi-

cles cannot be left in the Town and dual-wheeled vehicles, 

commercial or personally owned, cannot be parked in any 

residential neighborhood by County law. As always, the 

Town will tow any donated vehicle (regardless of condi-

tion) for free and tax forms are supplied by the Department.  

SOLICITORS – In light of a number of recent incidents of 

soliciting without a permit, all residents are encouraged to 

call the police whenever a solicitor confronts them. Solici-

tors in Cheverly are required to display a permit issued by 

the Town (that must be displayed upon request of any 

Town resident) and they are required to leave private prop-

erty immediately when told to do so by a homeowner or 

face trespassing charges. Please do not hesitate to call the 

CPD if a solicitor knocks on your door.  

WE ARE SEARCHING FOR YOUNG PEOPLE TO 

RIDE ALONG WITH US -  As many of you may be 

aware, the Cheverly Police Department is always looking 

for residents to ride along with our officers during the week 

or on weekends. Young people are especially encouraged 

as they frequently provide the accompanying officer a dif-

ferent perspective of life in Cheverly and, in return, get to 

witness firsthand how and why the police respond to vari-

ous situations in the manner that they do. Please call in ad-

vance to schedule a ride along and inquire if a parent’s con-

sent is required.   

MOBILE SPEED TRAILER – The Department has a 

mobile speed awareness trailer for use on all residential 

streets in Cheverly. The trailer contains a Ka-band Doppler 

radar system to record the speed of an approaching vehicle, 

displays the speed limit of the street, is powered by solar 

panels, and has a statistical package that gathers traffic data 

for improved grant writing support and for verification of 

the trailer’s impact on traffic speeds. Please contact the 

Department if you feel that this trailer would be useful on 

your street.

        PLEASE USE THE SIDE 

        WALKS, IT IS THE LAW! 

  As the weather begins to get nicer and 

more and more residents are walking or jogging in town, 

we are taking this opportunity to remind you that it is ille-

gal to walk or jog in the street when a sidewalk is availa-

ble on a road. The State law reads: 

21-506 Rules for pedestrians on roadways                          

(a) Where a sidewalk is provided, a pedestrian may not 

walk along and on an adjacent roadway.                          

(b) Where a sidewalk is not provided, a  pedestrian who 

walks along and on a highway may walk only on the left 

shoulder, if applicable, or on the left side of the roadway, 

as near as practicable  to the edge of the roadway, facing 

any traffic that might approach from the opposite direc-

tion. 

The Cheverly Police have been receiving numerous com-

plaints from residents fearing that they are going to hit a 

pedestrian or jogger as a result of those individuals not 

walking on the sidewalk. 

We want all our pedestrians and motorists to be safe. So, 

please use the sidewalks. Not adhering to the above noted 

law will result in a fine being issued. 

 

SOLID ANIMAL WASTE ORDINANCE 

Sec. 4-10 (a)   It shall be unlawful for  a person control-

ling an animal, except a seeing eye dog, to allow or per-

mit solid waste of such animal to remain on the property 

of any other person without the consent of the owner or 

occupant thereof; or on such public properties as are pro-

hibited by order of the Mayor and Council of the Town 

of Cheverly. Prohibited areas are side-

walks, Gast Park, American Legion 

Park, Boyd Park, Town Park & play 

areas of all other parks. 

VACATIONS & HOME SECURITY:  
Residents planning to be away for vacations should call 

the Cheverly Police (301-341-1055) to arrange to have 

their homes checked while they are gone.   

The following items should also be checked to make sure 

your residence is safe and looks as much as possible like 

someone is there: 

 Cancel newspaper & mail delivery or have a 

neighbor pick it up for you. 

 Arrange for lawn care. 

 Valuables should be stored, preferably in a bank. 

 Store lawn mowers, bicycles, and lawn furniture 

inside. 

 Lights inside the house should be set on a timer. 

 Set telephone bells as low as possible. 

 Shades and drapes should be drawn. 

 Cars left in the driveway should be locked. 

 Make sure smoke detectors are working. 

 All windows and doors should be locked. 

 Give your house key & itinerary to at least one friend 

or neighbor.

RESIDENTIAL BUSINESS LICENSES

Town Residential Business Licenses are issued annually 

for the Fiscal Year (July 1 to June 30).  Please call the 

Town Clerk at 301-773-8360 or stop by the Town Office 

to pick up an application form. The  yearly business      

license fee is $20. 

CHEVERLY RENTAL LICENSES 

All single-family, multi-family, and roomer rental dwell-

ings in Cheverly are required by Chapter 5 of the Town 

Code to obtain a Cheverly Rental Housing License. 

Licenses are issued annually for the Fiscal Year (July 1 to 

June 30). Call the Code Enforcement Office at    

301-341-1055 for an application.  The yearly rental li-
