Groundbreaking News: Believe it or not Cheverly had 

two Groundbreaking events in June.  And I actually mean 

ñground breakingò!      

 

Euclid Park Playground: On June 17th, Maryland Nation-

al Capital Park and Planning came to Euclid Park 

(otherwise known as Pool Park) to have a ground breaking 

ceremony for a new playground.  While we will all miss 

the merry-go-round, our neighborhood playground was in 

great need of renovation.  Thanks to the activism and vi-

sion of Cheverlyôs own Molly Sinclair, and our own State 

Delegate Jolene Ivey this project was initiated and sched-

uled.  Hopefully by the time September rolls around 

Cheverly children will have a brand new playground in 

town to play on. 

 

 



New Horizons at the Tuxedo/Cheverly Fire Station: On 

June 26th New Horizons broke ground on a project that will 

renovate the Tuxedo Cheverly Fire Department into an up-

dated workforce training location for disabled individuals.  

New Horizons is an organization dedicated to the training 

of developmentally disabled individuals for the purpose of 

providing meaningful employment and assisting workers to 

enter the mainstream workforce.   New Horizons has expe-

rienced significant success in fulfilling this mission 

 

This will be New Horizonôs third location.  Their primary 

location is in the Trade Zone area off Route 301.  The Fire 

Station location will house 45 people, 20 staff and 25 de-

velopmentally disabled workers.  Their hours of operation 

are primarily 8:00am to 5:00pm.  The primary function 

performed at the Fire Station will be document shredding.    

 

I had the opportunity to discuss the facility with Peter 

Holden the leader of the organization this month.  He indi-

cated he wanted very much for his business to become part 

of the fabric of Cheverly.   All recycling and storage occur 

inside the building, so we donôt expect any visual blight.  

  

From Groundbreaking to Road Repaving: After two 

years, WSSC finally came through and Old Ward 4 has 

been completely repaved.  Occasionally I still meet a resi-

dent who asks ñWhereôs Old Ward 4?ò.  This is a beautiful 

part of our community that lies just south of Route 50 and 

just past the Metro Station.  Old Ward 4 is home to Boyd 

Park, our Community Garden and Apiary, as well as for-

mer County Executive Wayne Curry.    

 

Today, Old Ward 4 is home to the newest roads and 

smoothest streets in our town.  After years of neglect while 

we waited for WSSC to come and repair their pipes, and 

then more years as we waited for WSSC to complete the 

effort, the streets are now completely repaved.  Due to the 

negotiation skills of our Town Staff and the patience of our 

residents, these streets have been completely repaired and 

the cost to the town was only $16,000.   This is an amazing 

cost savings to our town taxpayers.  Congratulations to our 

staff, and thanks to WSSC. 

 

Well How About Repaving Ward 1?:  We are still await-

ing word from WSSC about when the water projects in 

Ward 1 will be completed and repaving will begin.  I know 

that residents are looking for a more firm commitment, but 

WSSC tends to combine repaving projects to get the best 

price, so the dates are not always known.  We appreciate 

everyoneôs patience as we await the completion.  Please 

remember, coordinating our road projects with WSSC 

work schedules has saved the town over a million dollars 

over the last 5 years.  This is a significant savings to you, 

our tax payers.  So in this case patience really does pays 

off!  

 

WSSC to Begin Project in Tuxedo Road Area: WSSC 

has contacted the Town to announce they will begin replac-

ing the water pipes in the Tuxedo Road area this summer.  

The project is expected to begin this summer and end in 

spring 2015.  Work will occur on the following roads: Tux-

edo Road, 57th Place, 57th Ave, Belleview Ave near Tuxedo 

Road, and the ramp to eastbound Route 50.   Work is ex-

pected to be limited to the hours of 8:00am to 4:00pm.  

Residents who typically use these roads for access and 

egress from Cheverly during these times may want to con-

sider different commuter routes.   

 

While this work is inconvenient, it is important to remem-

ber that it will improve the delivery of our water supply.  

Additionally, this work helps to prevent future water leaks 

which are significant contributors to higher water bills.    

 

The Last Word on the FY2015 Budget: The Town Coun-

cil passed the FY15 budget in the June 12th Town Meeting.  

The key takeaways for town residents are:  

 

The Tax Rate remains the same, .58 per $100 of 

asessed value, and virtually every residentôs total 

town tax bill will remain the same.  Total revenue 

from Property Tax has remained constant for the 

last five years.   

The Town Council decided to dip into the Fund Bal-

ance to spend on much needed capital projects.  

Over the last 3 years the Town Council, mainly 

due to the effectiveness of our town staff, was able 

to build the Fund Balance to $2M.  This year the 

council will draw over $800,000 from the fund 

balance.   

 

The Town Council is in agreement that the following large 

capital projects and operating expenses should be included 

in the budget: Bond Payment for Police Station ($108K), 

Purchase Payment for Refuse Vehicle ($80K), Town Park 

Stage Construction ($148K, offset by $115K grant), Re-

paving Streets w/WSSC  ($300K),  Building Security Sys-

tem ($ 90K), Paving of Lydell Circle ($130K), Resurfacing 

Cheverly Public Works Yard ($63K), Two New Police Ve-

hicles ($80K), Storm Water Management Project ($20K), 

Magruder Park Steps ($18K), Boyd Park Improvements 

($10k).  

 

National Park Service Homes are Gone, What Next?:  I 

love this job.  After seven years we finally got the National 

Park Service to remove the three homes on 58th Place 

across from Fratellis.  So what do you most people say 

when they see me?  ñHey Mike, what are we going to do 

with the property?ò  Hey come on, canôt we all just appre-

ciate the fact that we finally got the houses down.  No?  

Okay, I guess youôre right.   



HERE IT IS:  Our New Trash Truck on the Road June 14, 2014. 

 Conversations are continuing with the National Park Ser-

vice.  They will continue to own the property, and in gen-

eral their perspective is the property should return to a nat-

ural state. Yes, that means the fence will be removed when 

the ground cover has taken root.   

 

While the Town Council is in agreement with this plan, we 

would like to proactively do some planting of native trees 

that might help with the storm water issues.   

 

New State Speed Camera Legislation: During the last 

legislative session, the State Legislature updated the state 

speed camera legislation.  In general Cheverlyôs program 

was in sync with the updated law however we will need to 

make some minor adjustments.  The following changes are 

required; 1) remove cameras from areas where the speed 

limit is less than 20 mph or raise the speed limit in these 

areas, 2) change future contracts with the speed camera 

vendors to be tiered pricing, instead of per ticket pricing, 3) 

improve notification when speed cameras are moved to a 

new location, and 4) create an ombudsman position where 

individuals who have complaints regarding their tickets 

can go prior to going to court.   

 

The Town Council will be address these issues in the June 

and July work sessions and will update our legislation, pol-

icies and procedures.  In the June 12th Town Meeting the 

Council appointed the Town Administrator as the ombuds-

man in an effort to immediately address item number 4.  

The Town Administrator also turned off all cameras that 

currently reside in 15 mph zones to ensure that we were 

operating within the existing state law addressing point 

number 1.   

Does Cheverly Really Need Speed Cameras, Arenôt 

They just Revenue Generators?  I love reading the arti-

cles in the paper, blogs, and the letters to the editor where 

citizens complain about speed cameras ñbeing all about 

revenue generationò.  Let me say unequivocally, Cheverly 

is not making money on our speed cameras.  Our Speed 

Camera program basically breaks even, mostly because we 

leverage the cost of the program over the existing revenues 

from the Red Light Camera program.   

 

So the obvious question is: ñWhy do we have the Speed 

Camera program if we arenôt generating revenue?ò  The 

answer is simple; Speed Cameras really do slow down traf-

fic.  Without a doubt, the number one complaint the Town 

Council hears is in regard to speeding on local streets and 

Route 202.  These complaints have decreased since the 

Speed Camera program, was initiated.  Each year during 

the budget process the Town Council reviews the Speed 

Camera program to decide whether to continue it, and each 

year the Town Council approves the program.   

 

I am very happy to say, that since the first few months of 

the program I have never received a single complaint re-

garding the administration of the Speed Camera Program.  

I applaud the Town Administrator, Police Chief and the 

staff that monitors the program for their integrity in admin-

istering the program.

5. To obtain a vehicle impound release when the office is 

closed; or, 

5. To provide a tip about a previous crime, a wanted per-

son, or criminal activity (rewards     are available).  

This telephone shall not be called for the following: 

 

1. To report a routine call for service or a call requiring a 

report only; 

2. To seek information about an outstanding case or obtain 

a copy of a report; 

3. To seek legal advice or general assistance. 

 

Note: The non-emergency telephone number for routine 

calls for service is 301-352-1200 and the number for the 

Departmentôs daytime hours is 301-341-1055. 

 

Special Note: This is a trial only to see how effective this 

new program can be. Remember, just like Cheverly Watch, 

officers will not answer the telephone when they are on a 

call or are processing a prisoner. In addition, and there may 

be certain gaps in service where officers may not be availa-

ble. In those circumstances, you are urged to call 9-1-1 for 

emergencies or 301-352-1200 for non-emergencies 

 

 

 

 

C-PACT/CHEVERLY WATCH RESIDENT RADIO 

PROGRAM MEETING ï The next joint meeting of C-

PACT (Cheverly ï Police And Citizens Together), Chever-

lyôs Neighborhood Watch Organization, and the Cheverly 

Watch Resident Radio Program is scheduled for Wednes-

day, July 9, 2014, at 7:00 PM in the Departmentôs confer-

ence room. We will be discussing preparations for Public 

Safety Day.  

CHEVERLY TRAFFIC VIOLATIONS OF THE MONTH 

ï Violations for two specific infractions seem apparent 

month after month. First, pedestrian violations along Land-

over Road (MD 202) endanger more than just the violating 

pedestrian; they affect every user on this roadway. The 

State Highway Administration (SHA) has installed expen-

sive and cutting edge electronic pedestrian controls at the 

crosswalks related to Landover Road and Kilmer Street. 

Despite these improvements, pedestrians still cross the road 

at numerous points outside, but within sight, of these cross-

walks.  

 

Second, despite enforcement conducted by the Department, 

speeding violations all along Cheverlyôs jurisdiction of 

Landover Road continue at an all-time high. Recent traffic 

studies funded by the Town suggest that 85% of Landover 

Road drivers are traveling along the road at 53 mph or 

more. The posted speed limit is 35 mph. To counter this 

problem, the Department recently purchased laser speed 

enforcement equipment and began writing more traffic 

summons along MD 202. In addition, Ms. Melinda Peters, 

the Administrator of the SHA, has promised a comprehen-

sive safety evaluation along the Townôs Landover Road 

corridor, with particular attention to pedestrian and bicy-

clist safety, and with the feasibility of establishing a school 

zone in this area. Ms. Peters promises a response to the 

Town by mid fall, 2014.

  As the weather begins to get nicer and 

more and more residents are walking or jogging in town, 

we are taking this opportunity to remind you that it is ille-

gal to walk or jog in the street when a sidewalk is availa-

ble on a road. The State law reads: 

21-506 Rules for pedestrians on roadways                          

(a) Where a sidewalk is provided, a pedestrian may not 

walk along and on an adjacent roadway.                          

(b) Where a sidewalk is not provided, a  pedestrian who 

walks along and on a highway may walk only on the left 

shoulder, if applicable, or on the left side of the roadway, 

as near as practicable  to the edge of the roadway, facing 

any traffic that might approach from the opposite direc-

tion. 

The Cheverly Police have been receiving numerous com-

plaints from residents fearing that they are going to hit a 

pedestrian or jogger as a result of those individuals not 

walking on the sidewalk. 

We want all our pedestrians and motorists to be safe. So, 

please use the sidewalks. Not adhering to the above noted 

law will result in a fine being issued. 

 

RESIDENTS PLEASE HELP THE RUNNERS STAY 

ON THE SIDEWALK BY TRIMMING YOUR  

BUSHES. Per Town Code: 

Sec. 18-5. Nuisances. 

It shall be unlawful and is hereby declared to be a public

the Mayor and Council of the Town of 

Cheverly. Prohibited areas are side-

walks,   Gast Park, American   Legion 

Park, Boyd Park, Town Park & play areas of all other 

parks. 

VACATIONS & HOME SECURITY:  
Residents planning to be away for vacations should call 

the Cheverly Police (301-341-1055) to arrange to have 

their homes checked while they are gone.   

The following items should also be checked to make sure 

your residence is safe and looks as much as possible like 

someone is there: 

· Cancel newspaper & mail delivery or have a 

neighbor pick it up for you. 

· Arrange for lawn care. 

· Valuables should be stored, preferably in a bank. 

· Store lawn mowers, bicycles, and lawn furniture 

inside. 

· Lights inside the house should be set on a timer. 

· Set telephone bells as low as possible. 

· Shades and drapes should be drawn. 

· Cars left in the driveway should be locked. 

· Make sure smoke detectors are working. 

· All windows and doors should be locked. 

· Give your house key & itinerary to at least one friend 

or neighbor.

An important message regarding Documents for Emergency Preparedness 
(Un mensaje importante con respecto a documentos importantes en preparaci·n para emergencias.) 

 

On the left side of the table, at the Maryland Emergency Management Agency booth, there was a clear plastic bag, 

being picked up by almost everyone that stopped by. From faraway, when you first looked at the bags on the table, the 

bags look like any other regular, large, self-closing, sandwich bags. 

 

Being that the bags were free; why not get one also?  A closer inspection of the bag I had picked up showed that this 

was no ordinary plastic bag. This was a bag with a printed checklist of the documents that ought to be put in the bag to 

be readily available at a known safe location, safeguarded from the elements. A documents bag which can be quickly 

grabbed during and individual or household emergency: eliminating the need to run around looking for documents when 

it is time to leave . 

 

As the bag printed checklist was being read the thought came about getting one for everyone in Town.  Yet somehow I 

think that the booth operators would not welcome my idea of grabbing boxes of their plastic bag. 

 

Considering that these large, self-closing plastic bags are available at some of our nearby stores, perhaps sturdier than 

the ones obtained from a low bidder, and that we all get the newsletter, here is the checklist.  It is not that we are not 

safe, it is ñjust in case.ò 

 

Ã Insurance policy information  (Including type, Company, Policy Numbers, name of insured and claims phone num-

bers) - Life, Health, Auto, Homeowner/Renters 

Ã Immunizations Records (Family & Pet) 

Ã Birth, Marriage and death certificates 

Ã Pictures of Family Members 

Ã List of Prescriptions, including Glasses and Contacts 

Ã Social Security Cards 

Ã Photos/Videos of insured vehicles, property and content 

Ã Credit/Debit Card Information 

Ã Checking, Savings and Investment Account Information 

Ã Emergency Contact Numbers (Family, Doctors, School/Daycare) 

Ã Retirement Account Records 

Ã Divorce & Child Support Papers, Adoption Papers
