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OCTOBER 9th TOWN MEETING  
PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY GOVERNMENT  
PRESENTATION ON EXPLOSIONS 
 
Prince George’s County will be making a major presentation of the data and 
information accumulated over the past six months about the explosions that 
have been plaguing significant parts of Cheverly for years.  They will also be 
explaining the next steps to be taken in this investigation which includes 
monitoring the explosions with cameras/recording devices that have been in-
stalled at the Tuxedo-Cheverly Fire Station. Our thanks to Senator David Har-
rington for sponsoring these meetings and to Councilmember Micah Watson 
who has been involved from day one. 
 
 If you are one of the many homeowners whose foundations have been 
rocked or who have been shaken awake in the middle of the night----I 
urge you to attend.  
 
 I also urge that all residents who experience an explosion to report it to 
the Town Office at (301) 773-8360. Please call with the time, date and 
your address.  This information is absolutely vital in determining and 
proving the source of the explosions. 
 
Starting October 1st, on a daily basis, the Town will be notifying the County 
of the occurrence and location (based on the address of the resident reporting 
the disturbance) of any explosions.  This will continue for at least a year. 
Since the Town has been holding these meetings on the explosions this year, 
as has been the case in the past, the frequency and intensity of the explosions 
has diminished---almost to the point of disappearing. While this has been a 
welcome relief, it does complicate gathering the information for the investiga-
tion.  It also makes it more important for every resident to call every time 
there is an explosion. 
 
The information, data and maps that the County presents at the Town Meeting 
will be in next month’s newsletter.

NEW RECYCLING PROGRAM FOR 
ELECTRONIC DEVICES FOR  
CHEVERLY RESIDENTS 
Director of Public Works Juan Torres has outlined an in-
novative new Cheverly recycling program elsewhere in 
this newsletter.  This program is a significant benefit and 
convenience for Cheverly residents and also terrific for 
the environment. Please read the details in Mr. Torres’ 
article. 
 
For years, unlike most municipalities, Cheverly Public 
Works Department picked up computers, televisions and 
similar devises on special trash days.  Public Works accu-
mulated these devises until there was enough to make a 
special trash run to the County recycling facility.  Several 
months ago, when the Town staff tried to deliver a load at 
the County’s Brown Station facility, they were told they 
would no longer be able to make these runs. It was ex-
plained that only individual residents would be able to 
recycle electronic devices—a major inconvenience for 
residents. In a time of record high gasoline prices, it also 
seemed very inefficient for individual cars to be making 
multiple trips to the recycling facility instead of one infre-
quent trip by Town staff.  With the expected influx of 
televisions that will be out of date next February and 
therefore being disposed of, the timing was particularly 
unfortunate. 
 
Councilmember Mike Callahan discovered a company 
that would, at no cost to the Town, accept all these appli-
ances, TVs and computers.  The Town signed a contract 
more than a month ago and Mr. Torres has, as he always 
does, made it work.  He has whole heartedly embraced 
this project as he has always initiated and supported recy-
cling. His staff will accumulate the appliances and pack 
them up for shipping and recycling in accordance with the 
contract. Cheverly has always been a Town that recycles.  
Thank you Mr. Torres!

CHEVERLY LAUNCHES GREEN INFRA-
STRURTURE PLANNING PROCESS

In April 2008, the Cheverly Town Council passed a reso-
lution to establish a green infrastructure map and plan for 
the town. Local residents had the opportunity to provide 
initial input into a Cheverly Green Infrastrucure Plan at 
Cheverly Day on May 17, during presentations on the plan 
and the mapping process. In June, the Town Council des-
ignated a steering committee to continue the effort and 
manage the process to produce a plan for presentation in 
mid to late 2009. 
 
The mission for the plan is to preserve, conserve, restore 
and sustain the natural environment of Cheverly and sur-
rounding areas as an intact and healthy ecosystem through 
a community participatory process that balances 
the fulfillment of human needs and protection of the natu-
ral environment. The plan will help guide future develop-
ment, redevelopment, and investment policy decisions in a 
proactive and sustainable manner within and around 
the Town of Cheverly. 
 
The steering committee includes ten members representing 
a broad spectrum of Cheverly community groups and con-
stituencies. A subcommittee on outreach and education 
has been established to coordinate opportunities for en-
gagement of local citizens and organizations to ensure that 
the final plan is well-informed by community input. The 
first public education and participation workshop will be 
held for November 12. Details will be announced in the 
November newsletter and via the Cheverly Cable TV 
channel. 
 
Additional subcommittees have been formed to address a 
variety of issues related to the plan, from science, to tree 
canopy, land management, financing, and more. Visit the 
Cheverly Green Infrastucture Plan website for details and 
links to information and resources about green infrastruc-
ture plans and their benefits for communities at:

Vacuum Leaves:  Every street in Cheverly is 
scheduled for at least 2 vacuuming sweeps.  
 
Rake leaves between the curb and sidewalk - not 
on the street or sidewalk. 
�� Keep leaves free of twigs, branches, metal, 

concrete and other debris that can jam or damage 
the equipment.  

�� Please do not park cars on the street on the 
assigned collection day. 

 
Bag Leaves: Yard waste is collected on  
MONDAYS.  Put bags at the curb on Sunday  
evening. Use CLEAR PLASTIC BAGS (sold at 
Town Hall or Public Works $5 for 50 bags).  Yard 
waste includes leaves, grass, brush, twigs, etc.  Do 
not put any dirt, rocks, or other trash/debris in these 
bags.
