Residents—we need your input to develop the best 
Green Infrastructure Plan for our community. Please 
join us for the first public forum on the Cheverly 
Green Plan on Wed., Nov. 12 from 7:00 to 9:00 pm in 
the cafeteria at the Judith Hoyer Early Childhood 
Education Center on Tuxedo Rd. The forum will fea-
ture speakers from The Conservation Fund, Prince 
George’s County National Capital Park & Planning 
commission, and the Chesapeake Watershed Assis-
tance Program. They will discuss what a green infra-
structure plan is and how it can benefit Cheverly, and 
Prince George’s County green infrastructure initia-
tives. The meeting will include an interactive map-
ping exercise for residents to provide input on the his-
torical, economic, cultural, recreational, and ecologi-
cal assets of Cheverly that should be considered in 
developing a green plan unique to our community.  
The goal for the establishment of a Cheverly Green 
Infrastructure Plan is to preserve, conserve, restore 
and sustain the natural environment of Cheverly and 
surrounding areas as an intact and healthy ecosystem 
through a community participatory process that bal-
ances the fulfillment of human needs and protection 
of the natural environment.

“ Cheverly Watch” Program – The 
 Department has begun the training and radio 

issuance phase of this program in an effort to make 
real-time crime reporting a reality. From the comfort 
of their homes, resident volunteers will now be able 
to talk directly to patrol officers over portable radios 
and report suspicious circumstances, crimes in pro-
gress, and have access to criminal lookouts contem-
poraneous to the original event. In addition, these ra-
dios will be used to report emergency situations, acci-
dents, and other situations requiring a police or fire 
department response. There are still a number of slots 
available, especially to those residents living in Han-
son Arms/Cheverly Terrace, so please contact me if 
you have an interest in this groundbreaking opportu-
nity.  
 
THANKS!  – As many of you know, the Code En-
forcement Officer and myself inventory the entire 
Town monthly for abandoned, unlicensed, or inoper-
able vehicles. It is not unusual for us to develop a list 
of anywhere between 30 and 50 vehicles whose own-
ers need a little prompting to correct these issues. On 
our last inspection, we only found 10 such vehicles in 
violation. Thanks to everyone who contributed to 
making Cheverly a cleaner and safer place to live. 
 
VEHICLE DONATIONS  - Thanks to several 
residents generous donations of their used vehicles, 
the Department was recently able to upgrade five (5) 
more of our issued duty weapons to newer models 
with improved sights. Contributions such as these 
have also enabled us to purchase new Tasers, in-car 
computers, “The Club,” and new or updated safety 
equipment (sirens, lights, etc.) for Departmental vehi-
cles.

Vacuum Leaves:   
 
�� Rake leaves between the curb and sidewalk - not on 

the street or sidewalk - only on your assigned collec-
tion day. 

�� Keep leaves free of twigs, branches, metal, concrete 
and other debris that can jam or damage the 
equipment.  

�� Please do not park cars on the street on the assigned 
collection day. 

 
Bag Leaves: Yard waste is collected on  
MONDAYS.  Put bags at the curb on Sunday evening. 
Use CLEAR PLASTIC BAGS only (sold at Town 
Hall or Public Works  - $5 for 50 bags).  Yard waste 
includes leaves, grass, brush, twigs, etc.  Do not put 
any dirt, rocks, or other trash/debris in these bags.  
Bamboo is collected on Thur & Fri w/bulk trash.

REMEMBER    
RECYCLING IS FREE  

 
Recycle more, dispose of refuse less.  Use those blue 
or yellow bins every Wednesday to dispose of paper, 
plastic, glass, cardboard, newspapers,  etc.    
 
No need to separate,  just put it all together.  

PAINT DISPOSAL   Did you know that paint can last for years?  Just cover    
the opening with plastic wrap and replace the lid; make sure the lid fits securely.  Then, and 
here’s the key step: store the paint can upside down.  The paint will create a tight seal 
around the lid, keeping the paint fresh until you need it again. 
 
 Use up all your paint.  Leftover paint can be used on touch-up jobs and smaller projects.  You can also 
blend & mix smaller quantities of similar colors of latex paint to use on  larger jobs, or as a primer on jobs 
where the final finish is not critical. 
 
If you just can’t use your leftover paint, donate it to community groups, theater groups, schools, churches 
and others who need or want it.  It may even be a tax deduction! 
  
As a last resort, dispose of paint properly.  Dry leftover latex paint and discard it.  Let paint air dry away 
from children and pets.  Pour your excess paint into a paper box or bag, add absorbent material such as 
shredded newspaper and cat box filler to speed drying then throw the dried paint away with your normal 
trash. 
 
Liquid solvent-based paint should not be discarded with normal trash.  Household Hazardous Waste Accep-
tance Days are Thursday, Friday and  Saturday from 7:30AM to 3:30PM at the Brown Station Landfill.
