Chief’s Advisory Committee / Neighborhood
Watch Meeting on September 21. A wide range of
topics were discussed at this meeting, including, the
current state of crime in Cheverly and Prince
George’s County, the goals of the police department
in the coming year, the needs and strengths of a
community/police partnership, and the importance
of accurate and timely information sharing. There
were a number of good ideas presented by residents
who attended as well as insightful discussions on
current problems. Our next meeting date is
Wednesday, October 26, 2005, at 7:30 PM.

Please contact my office as soon as possible if you
have occasion to call for police service but are un-
able to receive an adequate response. This is of par-
ticular importance if you dial the non-emergency
number of 301-333-4000. This number goes di-
rectly to the Prince George’s County, Combined
Public Safety Communications, the facility that dis-
patches Cheverly police units.

Several residents have recently found reason to com-
plain about animal violations (loud barking, animals
running loose, etc.) only to be rebuffed when at-
tempting to contact the Prince George’s County,
Combined Public Safety Communications. The
county does not typically dispatch police officers
(including the Cheverly Police) for animal com-
plaints and residents therefore may not receive
timely police response to these calls. As an alterna-
tive, residents are encouraged to call the Cheverly
Police Department, Monday through Friday, from
9:00 AM to 5:00 PM, at (301) 773-8362. Although

this department will only respond to residents who
identify themselves that information will remain con-
fidential and this department will subsequently inves-
tigate these violations.

The police department is currently planning a series
of education/training seminars and workshops for
residents on a wide range of topics. Some topics
would include basic criminal and traffic law for the
layman, home safety and burglary prevention, and un-
derstanding code enforcement. These seminars are
planned for the winter months and will be well adver-
tised. If there are other topics that may be of interest
to you, please fell free to call my office or come to
the next Advisory Board/Neighborhood Watch meet-

ing.

The police department currently maintains a wide ar-
ray of computer equipment and software. Some of
these applications are specific, such as our records
management system, and others are generic to any
business application. In addition, the Town has re-
cently purchased a Web page package. There is cur-
rently not an IT person within the department and |
suspect we may not be conducting business as effi-
ciently as possible. If there is any person(s) in the
community that has expertise with software and gen-
eral business applications, and would like to donate
some time maybe auditing our current system, please
feel free to contact me at your convenience. My tele-
phone number is 301-773-8362.

Halloween is on Monday, October 31, 2005.
“Trick-or-Treating” is scheduled from 6:00 to
8:00 PM. There will be extra police patrols on the
streets that night and we are encouraging “Trick-or-
Treaters” of all ages to use extra caution when cross-
ing roadways or walking in the street. In addition, I
am requesting that all residents activate as much exte-
rior lighting as possible and to accompany your chil-
dren to ensure their safety. On this night only, from
5:00 PM to 9:00 PM, report any complaints or sus-
picious circumstances directly to the Cheverly Po-
lice at (301) 773-8362. An officer will be on duty to
take you calls during this time period and dispatch di-
rectly to officers in the field.

This approaching holiday season, don’t lose your li-
cense to impaired driving. Did you know that your
license can be revoked and your car impounded on

the spot when you are arrested for driving while im-
paired by alcohol or driving while intoxicated. The
Cheverly Police Department reminds you that law en-
forcement will be cracking down in the coming
months on impaired drivers. Driving under the influ-
ence of alcohol or drugs is a serious crime, a crime
that will cost you money, your car, and your license.
The choice is yours — designate a sober driver or one
will be appointed for you. Remember: You Drink &
Drive, You Lose.

If you have a vehicle that you would like to donate
for tax purposes, or if you have a vehicle you want
removed at no cost, please contact the Cheverly Po-
lice Department. This department is currently looking
for some vehicles that could be used for investigative
work. Do not hesitate to call (301) 773-8362.

Finally, take the time to check the expiration date on
all of your vehicle’s registration plates. The Cheverly
Police Department regularly enforces these violations
by way of a summons, impoundment, or both. Unreg-
istered vehicle owners can be fined and their vehicles
impounded regardless of whether the vehicle(s) is on
public or private property.
