Town Budget 2011 / 2012: Not much has
changed since last month’s newsletter so I encourage you
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to re-read last edition. I have been fond of saying “it’s all
about the fund balance and the tax rate”. Cheverly has a
history of sound financial management and as a result will
finish the 2010 Financial Year with a minimum fund bal-

You need to keep enough to pay your bills and have some
extra in case of an emergency or opportunity. In the case
of municipalities; experts state that we need a minimum
of 20 to 25 % of our operating budget (about $800,000) to
ensure we can cover one quarter of a years expenses.




Mayor FYI cont’d

We have also built up the fund balance to hedge against
rising expenses and to be prepared if an emergency or an
opportunity arises. We are comfortable with 1.576M but I
have aspirations of building the fund balance to 2M so we
are prepared for opportunities.

Regarding the Tax Rate, Cheverly has maintained the tax
rate at .48 per hundred dollars of assessed value since 2007.
We do not anticipate raising property taxes this year, and
given our financial position I don’t see us doing so next
year either. However, the town revenues from property
taxes will increase slightly this year because overall prop-
erty values in town have risen in spite of the economy.

Our current projections for 2012 result in a deficit of
$250,000, which would reduce the fund balance to 1.326M.
Again this is a very conservative view of the budget. If we
receive the same income tax revenues as we did in 2009, in
both 2010 & 2011, our projected fund balance would in-
crease by $200,000 to 1.536M.

During 2012 we will be saving money for a new dump
truck ($85,000), paving 63™ Avenue ($100,000), providing
our staff with a 2% raise, restoring our tree canopy and fol-
lowing WSSC around fixing our roadways.

The 2012 budget will be approved in our June 9" Town
Meeting and everyone is welcome to attend and comment.
A copy of the budget can be viewed at Town Hall and a 5
year summary can be found on the town’s website.

Cheverly Terrace / Hanson Arms Apart-

ments Purchased: We have just learned that Foulger-
Pratt recently purchased the Cheverly Terrace and Hanson
Arms Apartment complexes. The Town Administrator,
Police Chief, Public Works Director and I have already met
with them and are encouraged by their plans for improve-
ments. Improvements to the exterior will begin soon with
upgrades to landscaping, balconies, sliders, drainage, secu-
rity access, and new common areas and the pools. The new
owners also expect to upgrade interiors over a longer pe-
riod of time with upgrades focused on kitchens & bath-
rooms. Fougler-Pratt expect to complete approximately
50% of the interior upgrades within the first year. The
Town leadership is excited about the changes and expects
to have an increased partnership with the new owners.

We also hope that this new investment will help the owner
of the Kentucky Fried Chicken building find a tenant
quickly. The Town Administrator has already begun work-
ing with the property owner by putting him in touch with
Fougler-Pratt and the Michel’s Company to assist in the
search for a new client.

Aldi / Landover Shopping Center: The news-

letter has gone to print prior to the May 26™ work session,

where the Town Council will meet with representatives of
Aldi and The Michel Company regarding changes to the

Route 202 shopping center. 1 would like to mention the
excellent work being done by the 47" State Delegation
(Senator Ramirez, Delegates, Ivey, Niemann, and Sum-
mers) who are working together to see if state regulations
can be changed in a manner that would allow Aldi to accept
Women, Infant and Child (WIC) certificates.

Everywhere a Sign: On a recent trip to the Route 214
Home Depot I was amazed at the number of street signs
and posters pasted on poles advertising car towing, rug
cleaning and a host of other services. These signs are illegal
in public rights of way. Have you ever noticed that Che-
verly is free of these signs? That is due to the efforts of our
Town Administrator and Public Works & Police Depart-
ments that keep our roadways clear. However, this effort
takes time. Imagine how long it takes to remove the post-
ers that are glued onto metallic surfaces.

Recently, the Town Administrator stepped up his efforts.

We have begun calling these vendors and requesting their
services. When they arrive, they get a ticket for illegally
posting their signs. The penalty is fifty dollars for each sign
posted in our town. One vendor who had seven signs
posted received a fine of $350. Congratulations to the
Town Administrator, Police Chief and Public Works Direc-
tor for this innovative program that keeps our town clean.

Paint the Town: As mentioned here previously the
town Code Enforcement Officer cited a number of proper-
ties during the month of February for “peeling paint”. In
an effort to ensure that residents had enough time to plan
and execute the painting of their property, the deadline on
these citations was extended from the standard 30 days to
June 1*.  Given the difficult weather conditions this spring
we have agreed to delay issuing fines for these citations
until June 20", However, please be aware this will be the
last extension.

Code Enforcement — Have you seen my

neighbor’s lawn? Every spring the Town deals with
this question. The weather warms, the rains are plentiful
and the grass grows quickly. Before we know it, lawns
exceed the eight inch limit and frustration rises about the
town’s response. Please understand that the citation proc-
ess takes time, so expecting an immediate response is unre-
alistic. Once the Code Enforcement officer issues a cita-
tion for grass exceeding the eight inch limit, the resident
has 10 days to address the issue. If the issue is not ad-
dressed, the town then hires a lawn service to address the
issue. Unfortunately this timetable allows the grass to far
exceed the eight inch limit. Please understand that when
you see unsightly grass the process is already underway. If
the resident does not address the issue, the town will do so
at the expense of the homeowner, even if the home is va-
cant..



Bike Riders -- Please wear your helmet:
Recently the mother of former resident Natasha Pettigrew
stopped by my office to mention how people she noticed
in town, especially children, who are not wearing their
helmets. Natasha was struck by a vehicle while riding
her bike and passed away, even though she had her hel-
met on. Itoo experienced a bicycle accident at high
speed, and feel strongly that my helmet saved me from
serious injury. So for all of you skateboarders and bike
riders please wear your helmets. Remember it is the State
Law!!

Pepco Update: As Pepco continues its work through-
out Cheverly, we continue to struggle with the need for
reliability versus the health of our tree canopy. In an ef-
fort not to be repetitive I ask that you read previous news-
letters (they can be found on line at www.cheverly-
md.gov).

We have been informed that Pepco is going to double the
amount of new electrical wire and telephone poles being
replaced throughout town. We are thrilled to see Pepco
upgrade our aging infrastructure, and we have high expec-
tations these upgrades will improve reliability throughout
town. We have requested that Pepco provide a greater
level of statistical reporting so that we can ensure reliabil-
ity is indeed improving.

Worried about our Tree Canopy? In the
April work session, the Green Infrastructure committee
highlighted that our tree canopy continues to shrink. The
Tree Commission made this same observation four years
ago. The town council is focused on this issue and con-
tinues to plant trees in public parks and along streets.
This year the Town also worked with the Gladys Noon
Spellman School to plant trees along 63" Ave and the
Cheverly United Methodist Church to plant trees along
Parkway. However, the town can only do so much. We
need YOU! Did you know that the Town will plant an
appropriately sized tree (of your choosing) in either your
front or back yard? Did you know that a well placed tree
can reduce your cooling bills in the summer? Did you
know that our trees are a major reason why buyers choose
to purchase homes in Cheverly?

Planting season is now over, but please consider request-

ing a tree for the fall planting season. Forms can be found

Residents request grants, make a differ-

€nce: During the April work session Doug Alexander and
Nathan McElroy received grants from the town. Nathan, on
behalf of the Tree Commission (and many other organizations)
requested $1,000 to be matched by Pepco for the installation of
a garden bordering the Tennis Courts in Town Park. Hopefully
you had the opportunity to see the new garden during Cheverly
Days, if not please stop by. We hope it is the first of many ef-
forts to enhance Town Park.

Doug Alexander received a grant of $1,250, which was
matched by Progressive Cheverly and his own non-profit
organization NIE, for the purpose of distributing com-
posting bins to town residents at a reduced price. Doug
estimates that the town can save $56,000 dollars over a
10-year period by distributing 400 bins throughout town.
The project has taken off, as the first two orders totaling
70 bins have completely sold out and the first composting
class was standing room only with over 40 people in at-
tendance.

Thanks to both of these residents who are making a dif-
ference in our town.

Tickets for Parking too close to an inter-

section: At a recent work session the Mayor and Coun-
cil were asked to step up enforcements of illegal parking
that occurs near St. Ambrose Church. Of particular con-
cern were the intersections of Jason & 63rd Ave. as well
as Josyln and 63rd. Illegal parking within 25’ of the inter-
section causes dangerous situations for both pedestrians
and cars attempting to navigate the area. Beginning in
June citations will be issued for cars that are parked
within 25’ of the intersection

RESIDENTS DO MAKE THE DIFFERENCE
— For years now I have been touting the impor-
tance of community partnerships between resi-

dents and their police and how this association
goes a long way towards making Cheverly safer! You must
remember 48 and 18 (48 arrests, 18 for felonies) for the
Cheverly Watch Resident Radio Club in 2010, L.E.W.D.
(Lock Every Window and Door), C-PACT (Cheverly —
Police and Citizens Together), and any of the other suc-
cessful partnership ventures, were put in place to ultimately
reduce or deter crime. What makes these associations so
special, however, are the individual residents who partici-
pate. Another example came to light recently that adds bril-
liance to this partnership concept. On or about May 17,
2011, a resident became aware of a certain juvenile acting
suspiciously. The resident promptly called the police and
officers responded quickly. What transpired from that ini-
tial stop of this juvenile was the closure of at least 8 Town
burglaries, several more outside the Town, and the recov-
ery of property and evidence of these crimes. Much like of
the closure of that B&E string last year, one simple call
from a concerned resident resulted in the closure of multi-
ple cases and the incarceration of the offender. I would like
to publicly acknowledge this concerned and observant resi-
dent (albeit unnamed because of the impending criminal
trial) for a job well done, an acknowledgement that once
again shows the strength of Cheverly’s crime reduction and
deterrence efforts lie with the power of community partner-
ships.

C-PACT/CHEVERLY WATCH RESIDENT RADIO
PROGRAM MEETING - There will be a joint meeting
of C-PACT (Cheverly — Citizens and Police Together),
Cheverly’s Neighborhood Watch Organization, and the
Cheverly Watch Resident Radio Program on Tuesday, June
7,2011, at 7:00 PM, in the Police Department Conference
Room.

PARKING ISSUES AND THE LAW — The Cheverly
Police Department operates under and enforces a number
of inter-related state and county laws as well as the dictates
of the Town Code. Regarding parking in the Town, all
three sources of law are quite similar and only the corre-
sponding manner of enforcement and fines are different.
Please be aware of the following violations regarding park-
ing in the Town. It is illegal for any person to park a vehi-
cle in the Town of Cheverly:

1.That blocks the flow of traffic on any street;

2. Is parked to obstruct a driveway, alley, sidewalk, fire
lane, or intersection;

3. Has not been moved in the public right-of-way for over
72 consecutive hours;

4. Has an outstanding parking ticket over 30 days old;

5. Is inoperable, abandoned, or unregistered (expired tags)
on public or private property;

6. Any dual-wheeled vehicle in a R-55 zone;

7.Any commercial vehicle without a permit between 7:00
PM and 7:00 AM;

8. In violation of any “No Parking”/restricted parking sign;

9. In a fire lane;

10. In a marked handicap parking space;

11. Within 15 feet of a fire hydrant;

12. Within 15 feet of a bus stop marked by a sign; or

13. Within 25 of an intersection’s curb lines.

Most violations result in a $50.00 fine, however, fire land and
handicap parking violations are $200.00 each.

CHEVERLY RENTAL LICENSES

All single-family, multi-family, and roomer rental
dwellings in Cheverly are required by Chapter 5 of the
Town Code to obtain a Cheverly Rental Housing
License.  Licenses are issued annually for the Fiscal
Year (July 1 to June 30). Call the Code Enforcement
Office at 301-341-1055 for an application. The yearly
rental license fee is $40.

NOTE: Failure to comply with Town Code licensing
laws can result in a fine.

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Tight fitting lids

Have you ever sat down in front of your computer or
grabbed the actual printed book to read some of the ordi-
nances found in the Town’s code? Yes? No? Have better
things to read that will put you to sleep? I fully under-
stand your predicament; nevertheless, these regulations do
help us all live responsibly to each other within our com-
munity. These ordinances are designed to safeguard the
lives of our residents, visitors, guests, their health, the
value of our community’s real estate and how we are
viewed and valued in Prince Georges County, the State
and even the Nation. These ordinances are essential and
not arbitrary and they effectively and without a doubt
bring harmony and value to our community. An example
of such ordinances read:

Sec. 10-6. Garbage and trash receptacles and collec-
tion generally. In addition to recycling bins and other
receptacles containing recyclables each residence shall
maintain a suitable metal or plastic container that is
intact and without holes. not to exceed thirty-two (32)

gallons' capacity covered with a tight-fitting in-

tact lid... If these bins, recyclables, and containers
are Kept on the outside of the building at any other
times, they should be placed to the rear of the front
building line and in the case of trash containers kept

covered with a tight-fitting intact lid.

Purposively “tight fitting intact lid” has a larger
font in this article. You see quite often this fact goes un-
noticed by many residents. Yet this is a significant indi-
vidual and community rodent prevention piece in which
everyone can participate. With a tight fitting lid we lend a
hand to ourselves and others in the control

of rodents, and other similar disease carrying animals
from our community.

Tight fitting lids on refuse containers prevent var-
mints from finding a food source in your back yard and
our community. Tight fitting lids, besides being the law
of the Town can help us prevent birds from spilling refuse
all over the Town’s sidewalks, alleys, parks, and roads.

Please look at your refuse containers today and ensure
that they never look like this:

SoilSaver compost bins are available to Cheverly resi-
dents for only $20 (reg. price up to $99.98 at Amazon &
other locations). A $20 rebate program is also available if
you prefer to purchase a bin from a retail outlet. Informa-
tion on how and what to compost is provided.

Bins will be on sale at the Cheverly Community Market
or by contacting Doug Alexander at 301-773-2082 or
dalexander@nieinstitute.org. For the rebate, scan and e-
mail the receipt (must be dated after June 1, 2011) or mail
the original to: Doug Alexander, 3127 63" Place, Che-
verly, MD 20785. Provide your full contact information
including address. The low price has been made possible
by grants from the Chesapeake Bay Trust (through the
Green Infrastructure Plan Committee grant), the NIE In-
stitute, and the Town of Cheverly. Friends of Lower Bea-
verdam Creek (FLBC) is administering the grants and the
Environmental Committee of Progressive Cheverly is
implementing the program.

This is a comprehensive plan to encourage all residents to
compost food scraps, waste paper like paper towels, nap-
kins and tissue, and other compost-able materials to re-
duce Town tipping fees and improve overall waste man-
agement. Of course, you’ll also produce great compost to
amend your garden, bushes and lawn. Our goal is to place
400 bins over 3-years that will save the Town over
$56,000 in tipping fees over the next 10-years.

DON’T PUT FOOD DOWN THE DISPOSAL: Putting
food scraps down your garbage disposal is the worst way
to get rid of them. It takes more energy and cost more to
clean wastewater when food scraps are in it. The water
must first be filtered before the water is cleaned and all
that food waste still ends up in the landfill. Compost
vegetable food scraps, coffee grounds, eggshells, etc. and
trash the meat, dairy, oils, and greasy materials.
