 The Town will appropriate $10,000.00 
towards food insecurities and $65,000.00 
towards Cheverly residents that need financial 
assistance due to the coronavirus pandemic.  

 The Town Administrator and their appointed 
committee will make the determination of 
awarding the grant. Upon approval of the 
grant, payments will be made directly to the 
creditor.  

 Receipt of funds may have personal income 
tax implications.  Speak to your tax advisor 
regarding the award. 

 All applications and grant disbursements are 
confidential. 

 Applications will be accepted beginning March 
15, 2021 and be open until funds have been 
exhausted. 

 Applications will be reviewed on a weekly 
basis.
